Student Eligibility:

1 Must be 15 years of age before the last day of the classroom phase;

1 Must be enrolled in public or private school and have attended at least 80 days during the previous semester OR
have been enrolled at least 45 days and currently enrolled in a program to prepare persons to pass the high school
equivalency exam or have successfully completed the GED program.

Registration Needs:

1 Registration must be done in person and on a special form, which requires the signature of student and parent. Student
does not need to accompanyparent as long as he/she has signed the registration form. Please bring student's
certified birth certificate; and have social security number available.

scheduled. Driving is scheduled on a first -come basis and will not be immediate following payment, due to the

number of students already on the call list. Students will be contacted by a driving instructor to set up a driving

schedule once their name is next on the waiting list.

Effective May 1, 2010, young drivers must receive an additional 20 hours of behind-the-wheel instruction. These
hours are required to be certified by a parent or guardian, licensed driver over 21 in the next seat. The additional
hours must include at least 10 hours that take place at nighttime. It is strongly recommended that this requirement be
completed prior to the student participating in the behind -the-wheel driving phase with our licensed instructor.
